County resident was robbed at gunpoint of his wallet and car. The victim said the 

passenger of  an early 2000’s model tan/beige Dodge Dakota truck looked to be a 

masked black male further described as being “light skinned” and in his early 20’s 

and who is about 5’08” tall and weighs  about 150- 170lbs. The victim could not 

describe the Dakota’s driver. After viewing Wal-Mart surveillance video from the 

store on Old National Highway it is not believed the victim was followed home from 

his night shift at Grady Hospital. Later the same day the victims BofA debit card 

was used at the Taco Bell on Lee St near I-20, the Exxon on Holmes near I-20 & I-

285, and the Kroger on Tara Blvd near GA 138 in Jonesboro. The only location that 

had video was the Kroger. The video shows two black females who attempt to 

purchase 2 cartons of Newport cigarettes, some Huggies, and a newborn sippy cup. 

The females arrive and depart the store in what is believed to be a black Infiniti 

EX35. The victim’s stolen 2005 Cadillac was recovered on Friday, September 18
th

,
